 1Jn 3:2  Beloved, now are we 
the sons of God, and it doth not 
yet appear what we shall be: 
but we know that, when he 
shall appear, we shall be like 
him; for we shall see him as he 
is. 3  And every man that hath 

this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he 
is pure.  
 
This hope of seeing the Savior and being     
conformed to his image is the hope of every 
true Christian.  It is this understanding of 
Christ return that is to keep the church, the 
bride of Christ PURE until Christ returns.  By 
being under the influence of this hope we put 
forth every effort necessary to keep us pure. 
There must be a dependence on divine         
assistance which is seen in Col.1:27b.  We are 
connected with success because we are filled 
with the Holy Spirit of God.  Therefore we are 
led by Him to fulfill the command found in 
Phi_2:12: Wherefore, my beloved, as ye have 
always obeyed, not as in my presence only, 
but now much more in my absence, work out 
your own salvation with fear and trembling.  
 
The thought here is that the hope of being like 
Christ when He returns will lead His children 
to do all that needs to be done to become 
holy and acceptable to God, which is our spir-
itual act of worship. 
 
Dr. Tim LaHay stated that understanding 
prophecy equips the believer to avoid decep-
tion perpetrated by the multitudes of false 
prophets arising in our day.  Surely there 
would be few who doubt we are living in times 
of deception.  How tragic when people in the 
world have so FEW sources of truth.  From 
politicians to preachers, truth seems to be a 
rare commodity.  No wonder God warned His 
children to study His word so we would 
KNOW truth from error. 
 
As we go through the book of Colossians on 
Sunday mornings we are reminded that world-

ly philosophies lead people astray!  
Only the truth found in Christ will 
keep us on the right path.  I hope 
you are resting in Christ as Lord 
and Savior to keep you on the right 
path & enable you to stand when 
all else around you is falling apart. 
 
Friends, pay attention to what is 
going on around you.  Never      
before in the history of mankind 
have so many world events 
matched bible prophecy.  Things 
are happening in such rapid        
fashion that it is hard to grasp.  
Our own government is moving in 
directions that few would have  
believed and it is not in the right 
direction from a biblical             
perspective.
