If you remember the figures I    
mentioned last month, that could provide a 
witness to around 300 people each week. It 
will be a time to study Gods word, a time to 

fellowship and a time to PRAY. Would you 
stop and try to think what God could or 
would do if 300 people were involved in 
praying for the ministry of ERBC EVERY 
WEEK?  
 
Here’s what we would like for you to do.  
Pick up the phone right now and call the   
office. Tell the secretary that your home is 
available and that you will be the facilitator. If 
you cannot do both, surely you can do one 
of those tasks. As the list is being compiled, 
we will let everyone know where the homes 
will be and the day and times they will meet.  
Please continue to PRAY for this ministry.  
As already stated last month, it is a tool God 
is using all around the world to advance His 
kingdom and bring people to Christ. 
 
As we met with the missionaries in Japan, 
this is the tool they are using to spread the 
gospel. Linda & I, Susan & her son and new 
daughter in law all attended a house church 
while there. It was such a great time of    
fellowship, prayer and listening to the word 
of God. There will be pictures on our web 
site soon showing that event along with 
other experiences we had while there.
