
If you have been around ath-
letes you have come to un-
derstand the phrase, “THE 
LAST QUARTER”.  Usually 
more games are decided in 

the last quarter than in any other quar-
ter.  It’s that last quarter that the energy 
begins to explode and the tension begins 
to build.  It is at this time of the game 
that mistakes become more costly be-
cause of the lack of time to correct 
them.  I have also heard adults refer to 
their present life experience as “THE 
LAST QUARTER.” 
 
As I thought about that phrase I believe 
it is a good phrase and also a good time 
to enjoy.  I like excitement, be it an ath-
letic contest or life itself.  I am not one 
who wants to sit on the sidelines and 
yell for someone else that’s actually in 
the game. Therefore, I don’t see THE 
LAST QUARTER of life as a bad thing.  It 
could and should be the most exciting 
time of our life, especially as a Christian.  
Let me give you a few reasons I feel this 
way. 
 
In an athletic contest, when that LAST 
QUARTER is over, it’s time to celebrate.  
Really it makes no difference if you won 
or lost the game.  Don’t you remember 
that old saying; “It’s not whether you 
win or lose, its how you play the game 
that matters.”  I had a coach that fol-
lowed that phrase with his own philoso-
phy.  He said, but if you played the game 
right, you will win.  The meaning of that 
was that we were to do it his way, to the 
best of our ability and the end result 
would be one we could live with. 
 
Do we not find that same idea in the 
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Bible?  If we do play the game of life 
right, according to God’s way, giving 
all we have to Him, the end result will 
be one where we can live with HIM.  I 
can live with that; how about you?  
God has given us a great game plan in 
the Bible and according to what I read 
of the participants who have gone be-
fore us; THE LAST QUARTER is really 
exciting.  Paul gives us a great account 
of his life in THE LAST QUARTER in Phi-
lippians 4:12-14.  He says, “Not that I 
have already attained, or am already 
perfected; but I press on, that I may lay 
hold of that for which Christ Jesus has 
also laid hold of me.  Brethren I do not 
count myself to have apprehended; 
but one thing I do, forgetting those 
things which are behind and reaching 
for those things which are ahead, I 
press toward the goal for the upward 
call of God in Christ Jesus.”  Then in 
verse 15 he reminds us; “therefore let 
us, as many are mature, have this 
ƳƛƴŘΦέ 
 
As we look toward that LAST QUARTER 
of our calendar year,  may I challenge 
us all to do that very thing Paul talks 
about—PRESSING TOWARD THE GOAL 
OF THE UPWARD CALL OF GOD IN 
CHRIST JESUS? 
 
We 
have seen many come to know Christ, 
many join the Lord’s family and we 
have seen our Sunday School begin to 
grow.  In fact, we are anticipating a 
record number in Sunday school on 
September 27 (I am writing this on the 
24th).
